Oil degrades and loses its protective properties over time. “One should note that part of a service is to inspect safety-critical systems of the vehicle, and ensure that they are in a working condition. The entire braking system, for instance, must be inspected, and not only the set of brake pads that one normally sees as being the only replacement component,” Steyn warns.
Regular visual inspection of the condition of tyres, windscreen wipers, and brake-fluid levels can be conducted easily by vehicle owners themselves. This will prevent breakdown maintenance that might cost more compared to preventative maintenance. Ferodo offers brake pads as well as replacement brake rotors, hydraulic components, and top-quality brake fluid. The Champion range offers replacement air, fuel, and oil filters, and wiper blades for 90% of the vehicle park in South Africa.
